Putting problems? 
Try this!

GOLF

Speed tends to be the biggest problem most people have 
with putting but occasionally direction can be the culprit.  
If you are hitting putts right and left  focus on the angle 
the right wrist forms and try to maintain it through out 
the entire putting stroke (left wrist if you are left handed).  
When this angle  releases prematurely depending upon the 
timing of the stroke the ball can go right or left.  The key 
word in that last sentence is timing; we want less of that if we want to be consistent.  Steve 
Stricker on the PGA tour is a fabulous example of this if you want to watch someone do this.  
If anything the angle can increase as you putt but never decrease.  Try this and watch those 
putts track towards the hole!!!
